As set forth in Section 110-110 of the Monroe County Land Development Code (LDC), a Lot Line Adjustment may be 

approved if the application is in compliance with all aspects of the section. Upon review by County Staff, the application 

is not in compliance with the following subsections: 

 

(b) The resulting lots configured in the lot line adjustment process must meet the minimum requirements for a 
building site pursuant to the Land Development Code and Comprehensive Plan. All resulting lots will conform 

to the site development standards of the applicable zoning district. 

(e) The information submitted must have adequate detail so as to permit Planning and Environmental Resources 
Department staff a determination that the resulting lots will meet the requirements of a building site.  

(f) Applicant shall submit a written consent from all property owners. 

 

 

With the above sections of the application not being in compliance with the requirements of the Land Development Code, 

the Planning and Environmental Resources Department must deny the application.  

 

Based on the above finding that the proposed lot line adjustment has not complied with the requirements and standards 

of LDC Section 110-110, the requested plat lot line adjustment is denied.  

 

You may appeal any decision, determination or interpretation made in this letter pursuant to Monroe County Code Section 

102-185. A notice of appeal must be filed with the County Administrator, 1100 Simonton Street, Gato Building, Key 

West, FL 33040, within 30 calendar days from the date of this letter. In addition, please submit a copy of your notice of 

appeal to the Planning Commission Coordinator, Monroe County Planning and Environmental Resources Department, 

2798 Overseas Highway, Suite 410, Marathon, Florida 33050.
